PETITION TO THE HOUSE OF COMMONS IN PARLIAMENT ASSEMBLED
Petition to strengthen Canada’s National Strategy to Combat Human Trafficking

WE, THE UNDERSIGNED RESIDENTS OF CANADA, draw the attention of the House to the following:

WHEREAS Human trafficking harms individuals and communities across Canada and disproportionately targets women, girls, and other
vulnerable populations.

WHEREAS Canada is a signatory to international agreements to prevent trafficking and protect women and children.

WHEREAS The Government of Canada’s National Strategy to Combat Human Trafficking to support victims and coordinate action expired in
2024,

WHEREAS Maintaining an effective National Strategy requires ongoing consultation and collaboration with provincial and municipal
governments, representatives of communities disproportionately affected by human trafficking, individuals with lived experience, and other key
stakeholders.

WHEREAS Regular review and public accountability are essential to ensure continued progress in preventing trafficking and protecting victims.

THEREFORE, the petitioners call upon the House of Commons to adopt Bill S-235, which mandates a National Strategy to Combat Human
Trafficking, requires consultation with survivors and key stakeholders, and requires annual reports to Parliament on progress.
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
